The Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) mandates that all home 
improvement contractors, maintenance workers in multi-family housing, 
painters, and other specialty trades that disturb a minimum 6 sq/ft area of lead 
based paint have their RRP Certificate to work on residential, public or 
commercial buildings where children under the age six are present on a regular 
basis, and all rental housing by October 1, 2010.
